People living with HIV/AIDS in our communities 
are often left alone. They are afraid to talk to 
others about their HIV infection, fearing that they 
would be rejected and discriminated against. 
That is what we are trying to change. 
Furthermore, we would like to know how we can 
improve our work on preventing HIV/AIDS.
